- The new Marco Polo International Airport, the third busiest one in Italy following Rome and Milan, is
served by more than 45 airline companies and is approximately two hours from major European cities
and less than one hour from Rome and Milan. A number of low costs flights are also available at Treviso
Airport (25 km away).

- Two highways depart from Venice: one towards Trieste, the other towards Milan.
